This 109 acre park, bordering the Jerome Fork of the Mohican River, has a number of different kinds of wetlands, including burr reed
marsh, buttonbush swamp, vernal pools, and floodplain forest. A 270 ft boardwalk spans the burr reed marsh, allowing easy access.
